I CCIP CURRICULA I

Beginning in 1990, CCIP developed and conducted a variety of educational projects for prisoners,
caregivers of prisoners’ children and professionals. For several of these projects, CCIP has developed
curricula written in collaboration with child development specialists and formerly incarcerated parents.
Each CCIP curriculum for parents meets standards for parent certification by the courts and social
services in most jurisdictions.

CCIP is standard curriculum manual sets include one instructor’s handbook and 20 student manuals.
The instructor’s handbook contains instructional guidelines, suggested answers for student assignments,
and recommendations for supplemental readings. Handbook diagrams and activity sheets that may be
duplicated and distributed for classroom use are also included. Student manuals contain readings,
classroom activity assignments for individuals and small groups, parent discussion group assignments
and journal assignments; manuals are bound in vinyl and are reusable. Purchase of student manuals
does not include duplication rights.



CCIP also develops customized curricula for agencies serving criminal justice populations. Customized
curricula are written and formatted to meet the needs of specific client groups, such as mothers serving
life or long-term sentences to incarceration, young fathers, parents on parole, and pregnant prisoners.
Any core CCIP curriculum may be customized to a purchasing agency’s needs.

All CCIP curriculum content has been standardized for a seventh grade reading level. Curriculum
formatting and graphic design elements are limited, but purchasers may request addition of these
elements and may provide logos, illustrations or other visual elements for inclusion in customized
curricula.

CCIP’s core curricula may be formatted in 12, 16, 24 or 32 sessions. All may be purchased in sets of
standardized manuals or as customized documents; both formats include a course syllabus, exercises and
all required reading materials.
